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Daemian Hawthorne creates ravenously across textured paintings, bold steel wall sculptures and vivid glass castings.  His energetic brush strokes describe the human experience as vivaciously as Daemian perceives it.
An avid outdoor sports enthusiast, Daemian gains inspiration from his home on the pristine Southern Oregon Coast.  Imagery from his pastimes like hiking to lost beaches and kite surfing pervade his oeuvre.  Daemian’s abilities as colorist and designer bring to life images like brilliant gold shining through forest green or an ephemeral fish shape cut from rusted steel.

Winner of the Congressional High School Art award in 1999, Daemian explored and elaborated his unique style at the Academy of Art University in San Francisco.  Creatively bending the rules of master painters he studied, 
Daemian adds complex dimensionality to his acrylic and oil paintings with striking  collaging and textures.

Regardless of the medium, “my pieces begin with texture and background which evolve into a guiding value pattern, or dark and lighter spaces,” Daemian explains. 

While his mind is busy laying out his next composition, his arms are seldom static. Daemian mixes an urgent sense of excitement with a profound appreciation for the natural world.  For a successful young artist with pieces in many notable collections, Daemian has an uncanny ability to find fun in literally everything.
