[image: image2..pict]Sculptor Max DeMoss was educated at Claremont Graduate School.  His father, who emigrated to the United States from Greece in the 1920’s, taught Max from an early age to appreciate art and architecture, especially Classical Greek and Roman art of the Old Masters.
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Appreciation became inspiration to DeMoss: his work of three decades reflects his early affinity for the Classical aesthetic.  Working with the fragmented form, DeMoss’ subject matter ranges from the figure to Biblical allegory, from abstract to narrative.

DeMoss’ unique approach to his art is characterized by engagement in every step of the creative process from inception to completion.
More recent use of granite allows DeMoss to integrate the natural organic power of the stone with his organically textured work in bronze and silver.  His technical mastery is the result of a lifetime of hands-on work with the centuries old method of “lost wax” casting.

By his own design, perceptible gaps and seams in his bronzes intentionally reference the age-old process by which they are created, engaging the viewer’s eyes and mind to connect the lines.  The sculptural fragmentation implies motion, and has the effect of expanding the figure’s presence, as if tugging on the space around it.  In this way, the feeling of aliveness in DeMoss’ work is genuinely unmatched.
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DeMoss has exhibited in galleries throughout the United States, primarily in California, and is frequently commissioned to sculpt for indoor and outdoor, private and public spaces.  His recent work includes the Tabernacle and Angels for the newly dedicated Cathedral of our Lady of the Angels of Los Angeles.
DeMoss and his wife Carolyn share a ten-acre citrus grove in Hemet, California, complete with home, large studio and on-site foundry, gallery and – of course, sculpture gardens.
